Event Venue 
Wilbert Langley and Nancie Orsini are looking to put an Event Venue on 



their property for the use of possibly weddings, retreats, celebrations, home 



schooling, family events and maybe camping in the future with other options. 

Following items were discussed:
Chairman Russell asked where the venue was going to be placed on the property.  


Mr. Langley explained that you would turn at the first driveway by the barn, across 


the bridge, stay straight thru the  pasture then out to the edge of the hayfield to a 2 


acre lot that has plenty of trees to help keep the noise controlled for neighbors.  

Primary driveway for the venue was unclear.  A few options were discussed but 


clarification is still needed. Traffic control for the venue was also discussed and


clarification is also still needed.
Food prep will be provided by vendors for now.  Such as food trucks and catered


from businesses. At this time Alcohol is not being considered. However, there are 


vendors that have a liquor license and they will take on the responsibility if they 


choose to serve at the event. Chairman Russell suggested that a prohibition could 


be put on the liquor. 
No permanent structure is planned for at this time.  Rental of tents would be used.

Farm Family Insurance has agreed to expand the insurance requirements for them 


to have the venue on their property.

Porta potties will be used initially and looking to possibly in the future have a more 


permanent bathroom facility added. 

The town would be reaching out to the neighbors for approval or the impact on them.

Time limit can be put on the contract with the customer. Whether it’s a day or evening 

event.
Wilbert Langley and Nancie Orsini will be attending the May 3rd board meeting and 


presenting a more detailed formal vision statement and outline of the Event Venue.

The Rensselaer County DOH will be contacted to see what they would need or 


require.
Tom Perciballi Sr. and Tom Perciballi Jr.

The Perciballi’s are looking to start a discreet home-based business/hobby Gun shop 

at Tom Perciballi’s Jrs. home located at 10 Ronald Drive. 
Following Items were discussed:

Perciballi’s are looking to keep low inventory and open to friends, family, neighbors 


and others by appointment.  This will help with controlling the traffic.  Perciballi’s  


have spoken with some neighbors and they seem to be possibly agreeable with the 


business.

Business would need a separate entrance from the home that will be secured with 


barricades, steel bars, security cameras, lights and locks. Business space is limited 


to 500 sq ft or 20% of the square footage of the home. Perciballi’s suggested they  


could utilize the basement of the home as their business.
Member Teal mentioned that there is history in the town with this kind of business.  


Neil Brown had the same legitimate business on Abbott Drive and had 0% negative


incidents. It was suggested they speak to Paul Brown, Neil Brown’s son for more 


incidentals on opening the business.
Perciballi’s are halfway thru the licensing process and decided to come to the town 


before proceeding to get information from the board .Discussed a Federal License 


would be needed.

 

The business falls under code 150-28, class 1, Special Use Permit.
Chairman Russell has asked them to return for the May meeting to submit their 


application and give an update on the business plan.

 Solar Sytem for home use                                                               

Donna Kamkar is looking to put up a 45-panel solar system for her home, residency 


electricity only.  Ground mount with 2 ½ ft off the ground at the lowest point and 


9 ½ ft off the ground at the highest. There was some uncertainty on of the setbacks 


and if the solar panels could be put in front of the house and what defines the front of 


the house.  After discussion the Solar Array is proposed for the corral on the side of 


the house and will need a zoning variance and a special use permit.
Planning board has no land use concerns with the proposal.  A standard building 


permit with a variance setback is needed.  Motion was made by Member Burzesi and 

seconded by Chairman Russell.

roads has the town accepted?  

Need to speak to the county about traffic and commuting time.  

Have a table of subdivisions, but we need names for them.

Need to schedule workshops to get the suggestions, future plans, etc.
