Area Variance for a pool

1 Tracy Road

Ms. Diaz is looking for an Area Variance to put in a 16 x 32 pool.  Her property sits on a corner lot of Tracy Road and Cherokee Lane.  The septic is in the back of the house so the only place it can go is on the side of the house. Since the house is on a corner lot the side on Cherokee Lane is also considered the front of the house where a 50 feet setback is required. Ms. Diaz is looking for a 30 feet variance on the Cherokee Lane side. As long as the pool itself is behind the front line of the house nothing else should be needed. Board asked Ms. Diaz to bring a better drawing of how the house is set on the property.  
The pool is required to have a fence around it per the state.  Code requires a 4-feet fence on Cherokee Lane side.  Ms. Diaz would like more privacy and would like a 6-feet fence. She is also asking for a variance for the fence. 

A proposal of 50 feet required for code for front setback, requested dimension is 20 feet, the difference is 30 feet.  For the pool on Cherokee Lane side.

Fence required for code is 4 feet, requesting 6 feet, with the difference of 2 feet. Also, for Cherokee Lane side. 

Chairperson Burzesi made motion to schedule a public hearing for the October 18, 2022 meeting, seconded by Member Jamison and approved by a vote of (5) yays, (0) nays and (0) abstentions.

Scott Cronin from American Evergreen attended the meeting to represent Mr. Casale on an Area Variance for building a home on an Abbott Drive parcel. Also, Dave Bater, the previous owner attended.

The parcel is on .52 acres.  Dave Bater had a curb stop for water put in for the parcel when the Town Water came thru.   The home meets all the setbacks but because there is a requirement per Town code of 1 acres to build on, Mr. Casale is looking for an Area Variance.  He has met with Town Building Inspector/Code Enforcer, Tracy Church, for a building permit but was denied due to not meeting the Town Code requirements of 1 acres to build.   According to Town Code 150-12 (Existing lots of record) Mr. Casale is not required to get an Area Variance. The Board was going back to Tracy Church and see if he would reconsider the denial with applying the Town Code 150-12.  

Town Code Building Inspector/Code Enforcer, Tracy Church, had reconsidered and approved the Building Permit with the Town Code, 150-12 (Existing lots of record).
